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The Synology NAS 1817+ is named “syno_xray” on the network and has a fixed IP address
192.168.88.18

Use the name “syno_xray” to reach it.
It contains two spaces:

e user data
e eiger data

These spaces are mounted on the PC “rigaku” under the names:

e /user_data
e /eiger _data

(For instruction details in the fstab file, check /et/fstab on the “rigaku” PC.)
Temporary mounting on a Linux machine is authorized

e for “user _data”, create a repertory /user_data
mount -t nfs syno xray:/volumel/user data /user data

» for “eiger_data”, create a repertory /eiger_data

mount -t nfs syno xray:/volumel/eiger data /eiger data

To mount the volumes permanently, you will have to define it in the file /etc/fstab
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
